The

Equator divides the Atlantic Gcean into two parts, the North Atlantic

and the South Atlantic. Its area is about 31,830,000 square miles
(82,440,000 square kilometers), which is about one-fifth of Earth's

total area.

Although the South Atlantic is bigger than the North Atlantic, the
North Atlantic has a much longer coastline, and large marginal seas
